Cajundome Clear Bag Policy
	Any/all Band Directors and/or members SHALL enter together at the Northwest (Yellow) corner of the Cajundome, will be counted and your school invoiced for the full ticket price for every Director, Sponsor and/or Member. 

Band directors, sponsors and/or members without instruments and/or not or in uniform shall purchase full tickets and enter through spectator entrance.
